This session will provide participants with background information on 
Indigenous knowledge, its use within an educational system, and how to continue this 
discourse as a way of making effective changes.

Typologies of LDs and 
Comparion of NVLD 
to aspergers

ABSTRACT:The workshop aims to provide participants with an understanding of the 
typologies of learning disabilities. Specifically, an understanding of the “academic” 
learning disabilities as well as the more elusive “executive functioning” learning 
disabilities. How do we define learning disabilities and what strategies are effective in 
responding to disabilities?. The presentation will also examine the more complex LD of 
the nonverbal learning disabled children and compare it to high functioning autistic and 
asperger children, as well as contrast it to the visual-spatial learning disabled child.    
FULL DESCRIPTION:    Learning disabilities span a wide range of challenges. Most 
notable are the academic learning disabilities that comprise reading, spelling, math and 
language.  These are widely understood as they manifest in distinct areas of the school 
curriculum.  However, there are other equally challenging learning disabilities that are less 
apparent, and less frequently diagnosed by educational psychologists and less 
understood by learning assistants and special educators in schools. Those are the more 
“invisible” learning disabilities that involve executive functioning. The areas include 
judgement, planning, organization, memory, shifting, attending and processing 
information to solve problems.  Those can also be measured by an educational 
psychologist but are infrequently done so.  Moreover, they can be equally as debilitating. 
For example, imagine being unable to organize papers, or work to the extent that you 
lose or forget to hand in important assignments.     Other disabilities less commonly 
discussed are the complex nonverbal learning disabled and the social perceptual 
disabled, or aspergers. While overlapping in the social cognitive deficits, there are 
substantive differences in terms of abstract reasoning, visual spatial skills, and 
giftedness.  These learning disabilities will be explored in detail to permit a deeper 
understanding as well as a provision of strategies to assist with adaptations and 
advocacy.

Putting the Pieces 
Together: Building A 
Curriculum of Caring

he workshop aims to provide participants with an understanding of how to build 
communities within our houses and classrooms. How can we begin to connect with our 
children again?.  Today, children and youth want to feel a connection before they will take 
direction from us.  We must learn how to communicate with our kids again.  Are we 
punishers or disciplinarians? Are we interested in our children learning to follow their 
inner values or simply to learn how to avoid punishment and gain reward?  Basic positive 
management structures and strategies for classroom and home will also be discussed.        
FULL DESCRIPTION:    Positive discipline in schools is  a widespread challenge facing 
educators today.  More and more classroom teachers are facing diverse needs in their 
students in terms of learning styles, complex disorders, chronic health conditions, mental 
health disorders, as well as an increasing number of traumatized children.  There are a 
significant number of emotionally and behaviorally-disordered children or as Martin 
Brokenleg coined, “adult-wary” kids.    A necessary mental paradigm shift must take 
place in order to reach students today.  Old school or traditional teaching styles which 
principally relied upon our role as a conduit of knowledge, are simply outmoded and do 
not respond to our children’s needs.  Recognition that there is a need to expand the role 
beyond academic educator to emotional supporter must take place. The primary focus of 
this role must be on relationship building.  That is, unless the emotional needs of our 
students are met, it will be impossible for teachers to convey the academic goals. 
Children have to feel emotionally supportive before engaging in academic pursuits that 
reflect their potential.          In order to reach children emotionally, educators and parents 
have to believe in the humanistic principle that every individual is innately good.  If a 
behavior has negative implications, it is simply because the child has made a poor 
choice, and simply doesn’t know better, not that the child is bad.  The onus is upon 
educators and parents to provide guidance for children to make better, pro-social 
choices in the future.      A shift must also occur in ourselves by examining our 
relationships with youth and students.  We need to begin to ask ourselves the following: 
Do I build communities in my classroom? Have I examined my own triggers and thus 
don’t get into power struggles and risk my connection with the students?  Dr. Martin 
Brokenleg further suggests asking ourselves the essential question of: Am I a 
disciplinarian or punisher?  That is, are there adult-imposed or natural consequences for 
behaviour? Do I use  threat and punishment or the student’s/child’s inner values to guide 
and change behaviour? Am I teaching responsibility or obedience and have I maintained 
the relationship?

Social Thinking: A 
skill area requiring 
development in a 
number of our 
children

Social Thinking, the idea of perspective taking or the abiity to recognize that others have 
thoughts about us and each of us hopes to ensure that others have positive thoughts 
about us.  Although originating from the autsim spectrum literature, this social skill of 
social thinking appears to be a challenge for a number of children, neurotypical and 
autistic.    The workshop will introduce a lexicon or vocabulary that can be used to cue 
children to redirect to more appropriate behaviours (expected, unexpected, smart guess, 
good thought, whopping topic change etc.) Useful strategies will be demonstrated such 
that participants can walk away with more insight and practical outlets to support the 
development of social skills at the primary, intermediate and secondary levels.

The Changing 
Landscape of Yukon 
Youth and Sexual 
Health  

This workshop will look at what we know about Yukon youth today and their sexual 
behaviours. We will examine some of the root causes of these behaviours, as well as 
some of the solutions.      "High Risk" youth begin to have sex at earlier ages, are less 
likely to practice safer sex, and tend to have more sexual experience than actual sexual 
knowlege. Tied in to a remote northern lifestyle, where alcohol and drugs are sometimes 
more accessible than birth control pills, Yukon youth have an even higher need for 
excellent sexual health information and approachable adults they can count on.     We will 
discuss the importance of sexual health education and what it means to be an 
"approachable adult."  We will also look at innovative Yukon resources and programs that 
are trying to address the issues of sexuality, relationships, drugs, alcohol and gender 
diversity in comprehensive, meaningful ways.     The goal of this workshop is to bring 
Yukon adults up to speed on the real lives of Yukon youth, and give them the tools and 
resources that will help them keep youth safe as we help them mature into healthy adults.        
This workshop is designed for anyone who works with youth.

Rest in a Restless 
World: Addressing 
anxiety in children 
and youth

Our world is not an easy place to live. More and more children and adolescents are being 
affected in various ways – reacting not only to the alarming world around them, but often 
to their own internal alarm. Understanding the roots of anxiety helps us to make sense of 
the child’s experience and informs how we respond as parents, teachers and caregivers. 
From a developmental perspective, the dynamics of alarm and attachment are inherent to 
anxiety and its related challenges: sleep problems, learning difficulties, attention deficits, 
aggression, depression – to name a few. Once we have a better understanding of these 
dynamics, we have a better vision for how to free our children to learn, to grow, to quiet 
the alarm and to find rest.
